When 1 finally decided to become a film-maker, I was well aware that I would be up against a
relatively backward audience. And yet I had set my mind on breaking all manner of conventions.
I had discussed the project with a number of professionals, and, to a man, they had discouraged
me by saying that it c.ouldn’t be done the way I wanted to do it. ‘You can’t shoot entirely on
location,’ they had said. “You need the controlled conditions of a studio. ¢ You can’t shoot in a cloudy

weather ; you can’t shoot in the rain ; you can’t shoot with amateur actors,” and so on and so forth.

If the books on film-makeing helped, it was only in a general sort of way. For instance, none of
them telles you how to handle an actor who has never faced a camera before. You have to

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village. We had to invent a way of shooting everything. For a film-maker there is no ready-made
reality which he can straightaway capture on film. What surrounds him is only his raw material.
