Also, if you think about it you can
easily realize that crores and crores more of rupee-coins would have to be minted, if all paper-money were
abolished.

Perhaps vou may ask. "Then why not have paper money only?" Why use silver and Nickle and copper at all?
The answer 1s-because money must. as we have already said. be something so usetul that everyone wants. Also
because the metals are the best form of money: and thirdly because it would be impossible to print just the
right amount of paper money that would keep prices at their proper natural level. It any Government prints too
much paper money, then prices go up at once. The supply of money 1s increased and therefore its value (in
food. clothes. books. houses. land. tools and everything else) goes down.

You may think at first that it 1s queer to talk of having too much paper money and the money 1 so nice and
useful that you cannot have too much of it. But if you think that. I an afraid you are forgetting that money 13
only useful for what it will buy: so it 13 no good at all having more money if there are no more things to buy
with 1t.
